POINT OF AGREEMENT 

FIRST.- The members of the Hon. Senate of the United Mexican States fully support the declaration of the Agency for the Prohibition of Nuclear Weapons in Latin America and the Caribbean (OPANAL) to the United Nations on October 5, 2011, as well as the Declaration by the leaders of the 33 countries of Latin America and the Caribbean as part of the Community of Latin American and Caribbean States (CELAC) which advocates realizing the universal elimination of nuclear weapons.

SECOND.- We support efforts to create a Nuclear Weapons Free Zone (NWFZ) in the Middle East and the United Nations-sponsored conference for this purpose, to be convened in 2012.

THIRD.- Respectfully urge leaders and parliamentarians of all States, especially those belonging to Nuclear Weapon Free Zones, to actively  join in the task of promoting a world free of nuclear weapons.
